The SOL Climate group hosts a (cross-divisional) seminar on Swedish and
EU climate policy. Presenting the seminar is Caroline Westblom from Swedish
Society for Nature Conservation (Naturskyddsféreningen).

This seminar will give an overview on the current state of
play of Swedish and EU climate policy. On the national
level, the focus will be on the Climate Policy Framework,
adopted in 2018, and on EU level the focus will be on
the climate and energy policy framework for the period
2021-2030, adopted in 2017-2018.

We will look a little closer on policies for the sectors
of extra relevance in Sweden, e.g. heavy industry and
