· The Knut and Alice Wallenberg Foundation (KAW) requires a standard CV for WAF applications. The CV has a two-page limit.
· A full publication list is also required. This document has no page limits. Your ten most important publications should be clearly marked. It is advisable to complement this list with a bibliometric overview (i.e. total number of publications, citations and h-index). 
· According to the KAW guidelines, if relevant, an H-index (Web of Science, Scopus or Google Scholar) together with number of publications and number of quotes the H-index is based on, should be attached. Google Scholar preferably uses Harzing’s Publish or Perish. For nominations in the field of humanities, a complete list of published articles should be enclosed, attached with CV.
· Font: Times New Roman, Calibri, or Arial in 11- or 12-point. 
· If custom margins are used, do not go beyond margins of 2 cm on the sides and 1.5 cm top and bottom.
· Insert your name and Swedish personal identity number (or date of birth, for external candidates) in the page heading of every page of every document.
· Use reverse chronological order when listing items that are time-bound (e.g. education, positions held, grants, etc.)
